Standard letter (appendix 1.1) will be sent, recorded delivery, to the swimmers parent/guardian informing them that the swimmer has been removed from the swimming clubs training schedule.


A decision may be made by the committee to request payment of any outstanding fees due to the club.





It is club policy that any swimmer no longer wishing to be a member of the club will advise the club as soon as possible and arrange for all outstanding fees to be paid in full.


In the event that a swimmer is temporarily unable to swim for medical reasons, the club will hold their place open for a reasonable length of time and will suspend payment of swimming subs.  An accompanying letter must be submitted from your GP and passed to the club secretary in this event. 


If a swimmer fails to attend training for a period of four weeks (as tracked on club registers) and cannot provide medical reason for absenteeism they will be contacted by the club to discuss their reason for absence. 
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
